The Moody 376 is a versatile grp cruiser, easily handled by a couple or even sailed single handed, with spacious accommodation. This is an excellent example, owned for 27years. She has been well maintained, continually upgraded and is offered for sale in good condition. She is cutter rigged (all sails roller reefed) to enhance ease of long-distance sailing; has a Scheel keel (shallow draft), Vetus bow thruster, Eberspacher D4 airtronic heating, SSB and VHF and a towable water maker, pressurised hot water, 2 heads both forward and aft help with privacy if needed.

Accommodation

The layout offers up to seven berths with two double sleeping cabins separate from the main accommodation. New berth upholstery throughout the boat was bought before Covid in 2018. In the fore cabin, V berth with infill and stowage under. Opening Lewmar hatch to foredeck. Hanging locker. Ensuite heads compartment to starboard with marine manual flush toilet, shower and washbasin. There is also access to the forward heads from the saloon. Additional hanging locker opposite.

In the saloon, replacement teak/holly veneer flooring was purchased circa 2005. To port is a hanging locker and seating with shelves behind and a closing locker There is a dinette to starboard with settee berth opposite. Fixed teak table with drop leaves and centre drinks compartment. Opening hatch to deck. Chart table to starboard with quarter berth behind and galley opposite. Plastimo Atlantic partly stainless steel two burner gimballed gas cooker with grill and oven. Portable one ring induction hob in the galley as well for added cooking capacity. Electric kettle, Toaster. Twin stainless-steel sinks with pressurised hot and cold-water system with additional hand pump cold water tap. 250L freshwater capacity from twin tanks below saloon settee berths. Work top accessed Refrigerator. Crockery, cutlery, saucepans etc

Passageway to aft cabin, quarter berth to starboard with teak lockers fitted in 2018 above the berth and storage space beneath the quarter berth. Good engine access opposite. In the aft cabin, double berth to port with settee opposite. Ensuite heads compartment with manual marine toilet, shower and washbasin with cabinetry above and below sink.

Main saloon has Pioneer stereo Radio/CD Player with Bluetooth media. Boat has Eberspacher D4L diesel fired hot air central heating (refurbished 2022) Hot and cold pressurised freshwater system (immersion and engine heating). 250L water capacity. Blue sapphire fabric upholstery fitted throughout (2018). Curtains in main saloon and stern cabin renewed also 2018.
Sails and Spars
Masthead rigged Cutter, deck stepped, anodised aluminium mast and boom by Kemp Spars (Selden Masts). 2 tensioning winches on the mast with clutches. Stainless steel standing rigging (new 2006). Furlex in-mast furling mainsail. Furlex headsail furling systems for both genoas also, with control lines led aft to centre cockpit. Four Lewmar 46 sheet winches. Three Lewmar secondary winches also in the cockpit consisting main furling winch and genoa furling winches port and starboard.  2 Spinnaker poles one rigged to mast and one secured on the deck. Kemp Rod Kicker. White boot gaiters on all shrouds. Cockpit controlled running gear (uphauls and downhauls for head sails) new 2010, rigged as and when necessary and stored in large cockpit locker. The original teak cockpit teak was renewed. In 2008

Engine and auxiliary power sources
Located in a separate engine space below the cockpit, with good access from the passageway between main and aft cabins.  2014 Beta 38hp diesel engine with remote oil filter (easier to change) Engine hours 340 approx. Unit fitted by Neptune marine who have serviced it annually except during Covid when we didn’t sail. Electric start. Fresh water cooled via heat exchanger. Shaft drive to 2 bladed propeller. Single lever control (Whitlock) to cockpit steering column. Fuel capacity 140 litres in metal tank situated under cockpit. 6kt cruising speed with maximum of 7kts. New prop shaft and cutlass bearing 1998
Vetus Bow thruster installed 2003. New brushes 2021. Cockpit controlled by rocker switch.
Honda Air cooled 4 hp? outboard engine (2014) for use with Avon 3-man inflatable tender bagged in massive cockpit locker +2 collapsible oars.
Unused waterlog water maker. It is still in original box; bought for long distance cruising.
